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Assembly procedure: 
1.  The  door  shall  be  unlocked,  cover  removed  in 

upward direction. 

3.  Using  an  appropriate  tool,  remove  the  external

sheathing from the cable end and clean the gel, 

if any, along at least 2 m. Remove the end caps 

from  the  bushings.  Conduct  the  optical cable 

into the box, fix it in the PG bushing and secure 

it at the cable holder with a draw band.  

5.  Splice pigtails to all of the fibres (recommended 

length  1.5  m).  Use  a  microcassette  to  fix  the 

splices.  The  maximum
length  of  splice 

protection is 45 mm. 


2.  The  case  shall  be  mounted  in  the  required 

position  by  means  of  two  woodscrews.  

Wall  mounting  holes  for  wall  plugs  (dowels) 

must be Ř8mm. 

4.  For  easier  installation  the  splice  tray  can  be 

removed.

6.  Fit  the  adapters  to  the  bearer  and  insert  the 

connectors.  Observe  the  prescribed  length 

reserves and make sure the minimum bending 

radius of the optical fibres is adhered to.

7.  Cut open the sealing  linings removed from the PG 16 bushings. Insert the patchcords into the cuts 

and re-insert the linings into the bushings. 

8.  Close  and  lock  the  door  of  the  distribution 
9.  If the cables are placed in raceways, make use 

box.

10.  If the box is post-mounted, attach the holder to the box from outside using the jointing material. Attach 

the box to the post using the stainless steel installation tape “Bandimex”.
